This Agreement incorporates certain elements previously established by the Protocol for
Development of Interagency Agreements between DCFS and District, as follows:

I. General

A. Purpose. The parties acknowledge and support the intent of RCW 74.13.550 that
children placed into foster care shall remain enrolled in the schools they were attending at
the time they entered into foster care, whenever that is practical and in the best interest of
the child. Further, the parties agree to coordinate services to children in foster care in order
to improve their educational outcomes.

B. Confidentiality. The District shall ensure that confidential information regarding a
student will be protected from viewing or access by persons who have no direct role in case
planning for the student.
